Spanish Navy Training Ship Juan Sebastian de Elcano arrives in Cebu

On March 16,1521, Portuguese navigator Ferdinand Magellan attempted to sail around the world for
Spain and landed in Cebu with 5 ships and 250 men. Of these, only one ship, commanded by Juan
Sebastian De Elcano, successfully came back to Spain making Elcano the first explorer to
circumnavigate the earth.

On March 16, 2021, the Spanish Navy training ship bearing his name, the Juan Sebastian de Elcano,
arrived in the Philippines with 220 men and finally docked in the port of Cebu on March 20th. The
ship and her crew were met by the ships of the Philippine Coast Guard and the Philippine Navy at
the Mactan Channel.

The Elcano is a 94-year-old four-masted topsail, the third-largest tall ship in the world and has sailed
the furthest covering no less than 2 million nautical miles in her lifetime. She was on a seven-day
visit to the Philippines from March 16 to 22. She left Spain in October 2020 to retrace Ferdinand
Magellan’s original route 500 years ago.

Local government officials were at the Port of Cebu to welcome the Spanish crew together with
Amaya Fuentes Milani, the Spanish Embassy’s deputy head of missions. The crew were entertained
by Sinulog dancers.

Though the ship’'s crew were not allowed to disembark for safety and health reasons, Elcano’s
Captain Santiago de Colsa thanked the people of Cebu for the warm welcome during the visit.

He presided over the Pontifical Mass and the
Re-enactment of the First Baptism ceremony where seven (7) children received the Sacrament of
Baptism and the Holy Image of Senor Santo Nino during the commemoration.

"Five hundred years ago today, the Philippines was enlightened by Christ. Let us continue to walk
always as children of the light, keeping the flame of faith alive in our hearts so that, when the Lord
comes to call each of us, we may go out to meet him and enter life with all the saints in the heavenly
kingdom," said Archbishop Brown in his homily during the Pontifical Mass.

The first baptism in the Philippines was held on April 14,1521 in Cebu where Rajah Humabon, Queen
Juana, and their subjects were first baptized by Father Pedro de Valderrama, the Chaplain of
Magellan's expedition.

Archbishop Brown returned to Manila on April 15, 2021. Heading the send-off party was Archbishop
Palma along with Most. Rev. Antonio Ranola, Most Rev. Midyphil Billones, Msgr. Raul Go, and Fr.
Wendell Balbuena. Before boarding his flight, the Papal Nuncio gave his blessings to the airport staff
and the rest of the send-off party.
